Jayla Young ’17 is no exception. 
When Jayla was a young child, she 
attended Elmhurst Elementary 
through 5th grade. But both 
she and her parents knew that 
Catholic schools would provide 
her with more opportunities for 
growth and success in middle and 
high school. 

So, she attended Gesu School 
from 6th through 8th grade, and 
then made NDA her home for the 
next four years. 

“I knew NDA would be my home 
for high school, even though I 
didn’t know many older girls at 
NDA,” shares Jayla. “But after 
shadowing for just one day, I 
knew NDA would be the right 
place for me.”

Jayla saw herself reflected in 
NDA’s diverse student body, 
helping her feel at home. “NDA 
also pushed me academically in 
classes like Spanish and IB
[International Baccalaureate] 
Biology,” she says. “Those 
courses—and the block schedule 
that mirrors college—prepared 
me well for Miami University.”

While Jayla received Ed Choice 
Scholarships from the state 
of Ohio to attend NDA, her 
experiences with NDA’s Work 
Study program also helped 
prepare her for life beyond 
high school. 

While at NDA, Jayla’s family 
received tuition assistance in 
exchange for their participation 
in Work Study. She worked after 
school and over the summer 
to clean, prep, and rearrange 
classrooms in the NDA building 
for the next day of classes. 

Jayla’s parents also took part in 
NDA’s Work Study program to 
help fund her tuition, working in 
the dining hall and helping with 
lunch service and cleanup. “My 
mom knew all of my teachers 
and made lifelong friends 
working in the NDA kitchen, 
so we not only benefited from 
tuition assistance, but also 
developed relationships – and 
even had fun,” she explains.

Jayla enjoyed her high school 
years so much, she came home 
to work at NDA in 2023, first 
in the school’s Main Office, 
and now as NDA’s Community 
Relations and Summer Academy 
Director. “I honestly can’t 
picture my life without NDA,” 
she reflects.
